CLINICAL THRESHOLD: Any presentation of ‘clinical’ features on a standardised assessment or presentation (e.g., psychoses, suicidality etc.).

High THRESHOLD: As well as the individuals who have
not responded to the ‘targeted’ supportive measures
there should be a mechanism through which
individuals who will require this level of support
immediately, rather than going through the E
graduated approach. Such a mechanism will
require a ‘threshold’ to be determined

population of the setting. Interventions at this level are often delivered on an 'individual
basis' or are delivered in small groups by a theraputic professional.
